Comprehensive English: Students in Comprehensive English will read The House on Mango
Street by Sandra Cisneros (ISBN: 978-0679734772).

We urge all parents and guardians to work with their children in choosing books that all parties
find appropriate and engaging. This reading assignment is intended to promote reading, to
encourage responsibility, and to prepare students for the upcoming school year.
